Excessive number of
different breeds
being bred on-site

Selling puppies at
unusually low prices
compared to
reputable breeders

Lack of screening
potential buyers or
asking minimal
questions



SPOT THE RED FLAGS:

Inadequate health
care and lack of

Absence of a contract
or health guarantee for

Breeder unwilling to
allow potential buyers
to visit the facility (l.e,
selling out of a car
trunk or in public

Selling puppies before
they are at least 8
weeks old, which is
considered too early
for separation from the
mother
